Look for signs of feeding, gnawed bark, browsed tree seedlings, holes in leaves, nibbled nuts, stripped cones, leaf plugs pulled into holes in the ground, gnawed bits of old antler or bones, short grass around burrows, Holes in rotten bark and patterns under bark on rotten stumps, ripples in rings on water.  Who dined here?

	Homes

Look for places where animals shelter and rest, nests in trees, holes in the ground or sandy banks, hollows and flattened areas in long grass, wallows in peat bogs, holes in hollow or rotten trees, nests in long grass, webs, earth heaps from tunnels,

	What did you find? Draw and describe

	Toilets

Look for places where animals do the toilet, bird droppings and perch sites with castings, mammal droppings and scats, badger latrines. Who did these poos?

	Highways

Look for trails and tracks and marks, footprints and hoof prints in soft ground, 

damaged, frayed bark on saplings, slides down banks, narrow worn paths through the vegetation, holes in fences with snagged hairs.  Who came by?
