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Deer and sheep eat young trees.
There is no regeneration (when old trees die
there are no young trees to replace them)

The number of young trees is monitored
using quadrats.

Coppicing is carried out regularly to provide
firewood, fence posts and charcoal.

Trees are thinned out on a regular basis
to allow light into the woodland. Some
dead wood is left standing.

Mature trees are harvested when they are
and there are no young trees to replace
them.
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Young trees are protected from grazing
animals by fencing or using special plastic
tubes.

Seeds from local native trees are young
collected and grown in tree nurseries
until they are large enough to plant out
in the woodland

The wood becomes overgrown and there
are no clearings.

School children spend the weekend planting
native trees in their local woodland.

The Countryside ranger and the local Scout
group go ‘Rhoddy bashing’. (rhododendrons

are removed!)

A block of native woodland is clear felled

Dense rhododendron invasion prevents
light from reaching the forest floor.

leaving no trees in a large area.
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
