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Use a wire coathanger, some old net curtain, needle and thread,
strong string or clips.

Measure the hanger and cut the curtain to size (about 30cm by 84
cm). Sew up one side and one end of the curtain. Sew the net onto
the coat hanger and attach to a pole or broom handle.

To help you look at animals underwater you can use some sort of
strong container with a transparent bottom and an open top.

Cut the ends off a large coffee tin. Seal one end with cling film and a
strong rubber band. Break the surface of the water with the closed
end and wait for the animals to start moving again.

Again the children could experiment with different materials and
designs before the pond visit.
